This is a very rapidly growing area of concern for 

schools and their communities.  At Willerby Carr Lane we are currently updating our e-safety policy including 

how we will educate our pupils to keep themselves safe.  In order to better understand how to help our pupils 

we shall soon be sending home a questionnaire to parents to ascertain how, what, when and where children 

access the internet.  Please keep an eye out for this.  We need an accurate picture of what our pupils are doing 

in order to best decide how to help them keep safe.  Thank you.

Reminder: as previously stated the school dress code has been tweaked for next September.  The revised 

version is available on our website (under the Policies section) or to be collected from the office.  In the 

meantime, I would be grateful if parents of girls in the higher part of the school would check the length of 

their child’s skirt.
